Leading trumps
East opens 1(. South Passes and West shows their Spades. North now decides they have enough “shape” for an overcall and bids 2(. East has nothing more to say and so passes. South raises Hearts and, in desperation, West rebids their Spades, and there the contract ends.
Superficially there are only three losers – a Club, a Diamond, and a Spade, but can East make 10 tricks?

On the expected Heart lead, West should win in Dummy and lead a Club towards the King. If South takes the Ace they should immediately switch to a Spade; but, since North has only two Spades one remains in Dummy to ruff the third Club – ten tricks.
In order to hold the contract to 9 tricks North should lead a the Ace and another trump; then, when South wins the Ace of Clubs, South can play a third Spade and North cannot ruff out the Clubs.
