Lead problems

After two Passes South opens 1(. West, with two 4-card suits (even though one isn’t Spades) should Double; and when North bids Spades South “knows” that North has at least 5 cards in the suit and therefore they have a Spade fit.
Although East has only 6 HCP, they “know” that Partner must have 4 Hearts for their Double and therefore East should bid 2(.

South confirms the Spade fit and North raises to 3( - which South should Pass.
East leads the 10 (, K(, A( (wins) and a Heart is returned to the Queen. A trump to the Jack and the Ace and now East has the real lead problem. 

Only if they return a Club – will they hold Declarer to 9 tricks! How does East “know” to return a Club? Partner’s Double should have shown two suits other than Diamonds, and when North bids Spades, East should assume that the second suit is Clubs!
