Getting to slam
On Saturday I was asked whether East-West should be in slam, and if so, how could they get there? I tried a strong 2( opening, but wasn’t really happy with the bidding. Technically, West should open 1( and then should bid spades twice to show 6 diamond and 5 spades. It is then up to East to seize the initiative (especially holding the A( and K() and drive on to slam.
On the other hand, should West open 1(, what is East going to respond? If they respond 2( or 2( I find it difficult to find a reasonable path to 6(. 
With such a lousy heart suit, and 14 HCP I consider it more likely that East would jump to 3NT. Now we have a reasonable path to 6(. West “knows” that East has at the most two spades, is unlikely to have 4 hearts, therefore East must have at least 3 cards in both diamond and clubs. Therefore West “knows”: there is a 9 card diamond suit and therefore a diamond slam might be on; so, trot out Gerber for aces and kings (after all East must have at least 12 HCP for their jump to 3NT). On finding that East has two kings the worst possible scenario is the East has two small spades and the K(and K(. K( and any other king is OK, as is K( and any other king. Therefore it is odds on that 6( will make and it should be bid!
