On trying to reach the best contract
North opens 1( and after East Passes South responds 1(. West Passes and North bids 2( showing a minimum hand.

Now South is in a dilemma. With 12 HCP (three of which are from a singleton King) what should South bid next? 
Normally one should discount a singleton King, but when Partner rebids the suit the singleton King is well worth 3 HCP.
South has 12 HCP and a 5-card Spade suit – should South’s next bid be 3(? I think not! A far better bid is a jump to 3(, thereby showing at least 5 Spades, 4 Diamonds, and an interest in game; and when North shows the Spade fit South’s raise to 4( should be automatic.
On Saturday most pairs were in 3 NT (which wasn’t a success). Although with careful play 3NT should make, making 4( is a far better score.
