Hand of the week: Saturday Board 1 nil vul Dealer N

Right-siding the contract
North passes and East opens 1(. South passes and West bids a "quiet" 1(. East raises to 2( and West uses Gerber (4( and 5() 
to find that East hold the missing ace and two of the missing kings. Where should the bidding end?

The "obvious" answer is 6NT as it scores "slightly better" than 6(; besides, playing in 6NT means that the possible spade lead or club lead is coming into West's Ace-Queen combination.
If there is a non-spade/club lead West should win and enter dummy in order to take the spade finesse. When this loses the spade suit is set up for two tricks on which the losing Q( can be discarded. The play in 6( should be similar.
The real "problem" with the hand comes if you play ACOL: East opens 1NT, West either uses Stayman or transfers to hearts, and now the "wrong hand" is playing the contract! On a small club lead - do you take the finesse or not? On the actual layout you take the Ace, play out all your hearts and diamonds then exit via the Q(. North wins and now has to play into your AQ(. It would take a very brave North to end up with K( and K9( rather that K8( and K(!
