Play of the cards

North opens 1( and East overcalls 1(. South has two options: Double to show 4 Spades or a direct bid of No Trumps. Personally I prefer the latter as you can guarantee that West will lead top of Partner’s suit and that will assure two Heart tricks. With 13 HCP South should jump directly to 3NT.

As predicted, West leads the 7(; East wins the Ace and plays a second Heart won by South. What suit should South try to set up first? Obviously the Diamonds. South tries the finesse but East wins with the Q( and returns a second Heart - won by South. Now South cashes 5 top Diamonds, 2 top Clubs, and considers the play of the Spades. Since they already have 9 tricks in the bag, there is no sense in finessing the Spades so a small Spade to the Ace and when the King drops there are 11 tricks for a top board.

Interestingly, if North was playing in Spades, they should figure that East probably has the K( for their overcall and the only way to avoid a Spade loser is for the King to be a Singleton!
