Bridge is a game of THINKING

If there are two ducks in front of a duck, and two ducks behind a duck, and one duck in the middle – how many ducks altogether?
After both North and East pass, South opens 1(, West passes and North bids 1NT, which South raises to 2NT. East leads the K(.
Holding AJx in hearts, North should duck (this is known as the Bath Coup).

East now leads the Q(. What should declarer do? They should duck this trick as well! Why? Because thinking about the club distribution, if they cover with the K(, West wins with the A(, and returns a heart. Declarer wins the A(, plays a diamond to the K(, and then another club which West wins and another hearts skewers Declarer’s J( and the defence take 4 heart tricks and two club tricks and the contract is defeated!
Therefore if Declarer ducks the Q(, West can get in only once and can therefore lead hearts only once, and Declarer will end up with an overtrick.

In actual fact, Declarer covered the Q( and still made their contract! How? Here the non-thinking culprit is West who, at trick one, unthinkingly played the 2( thereby blocking the suit!
