Hand of the week: Saturday Board 9 E-W vul.
Intelligent Bidding
After two Passes, South opens 1(. With 12 HCP + a void, West Doubles to show both majors.  With a balanced 11 count (and stoppers?? in both majors) North jumps to 2NT. East shows their Hearts, South competes with 4( and West bids game in Hearts.

a) If North Doubles what should South do? Personally I consider that with such a distributional hand South should remove the Double by bidding 5(, (which North should convert to 5().  It seems more than likely that West will be void in Diamonds and have a great time cross-trumping the hand.

b) If North doesn’t Double South should still bid 5(, as being non-vul against a likely vul game score, it is better to compete & go down a couple of tricks.  Even when doubled you will still have a good board.
