Bridge can be cruel
With 14 HCP and 4 cards in both majors, West has to open 1(.

North Passes, and East has to choose which major to bid. Conventionally, one responds 5 card suits “down the line (higher first)” and 4 card suits “up the line (lower first)”, so East responds 1(.

West shows their fit by bidding 2(; and East, with 12 HCP raises to 3( .Now, it is debatable whether or not West should raise to 4(, but with 14 HCP opposite 10 – 12 HCP a bid of 4( seems reasonable.

South leads their singleton spade, North wins and returns the 2(. South ruffs and interpreting the 2( as a signal, South plays a club and receives a second ruff. South will eventually take a trick with the K( for two down. Interestingly, if East-West played in their worst fit (spades) KQ opposite nothing instead of their better fit (hearts) KQ opposite the A, they would have been only one down. Conventions can be cruel sometimes!
