Hand of the Week Saturday Board 4 All vul Dealer West
Planning the play
West opens 1(, East responds 1(, and South Doubles to show the other two suits. West repeats their Diamonds, North shows a Spade fit, and East rebids their Hearts. West, considering that East has shown at least 6 Hearts, raises East to game.

A small Spade is lead.  East has two considerations. They have two Club losers, one Spade loser, one Heart loser and one potential Heart loser. Can they afford to ruff the Spade?
The answer is NO. They need to finesse the Hearts twice therefore the have to hope to be able to discard the third Spade on the third round of Diamonds.
Therefore, after winning the Spade lead, play the 9( and let it run to South’s Ace.  South cashes the A( and plays a second Club to North’s King. East ruffs the third round of clubs, plays a small diamond to Dummy and  takes the marked Heart finesse.
East then cashes the K( - dropping North’s Queen, overtakes the Q( and claims the remainder of the tricks! Isn’t bridge an easy game?
