Hand of the Week Saturday Board 2 NS vul Dealer East

Correct play technique is very important in ensuring your contract.

North leads the King of Hearts, and another to South’s 10, which you trump. You then play the King of Diamonds, which South wins. South now plays the Ace of Hearts – which you ruff – but how high? If you stop to think – there is only one trump unaccounted for – the ten, so you should ruff high, then draw North’s last trump with a small card to the Jack, which is your entry to dummy’s spades.

Unfortunately, I played a small Diamond to the Jack, and therefore couldn’t enjoy dummy’s Spades. I therefore played all my Diamonds, and when North threw two clubs, was able to make my contract. How should North have known that I didn’t have any Spades – quite simple, if I had a Spade why was I cashing all those Diamonds when there were three tricks available to me in Dummy. The more Diamonds I cashed, the surer North should have been! Anyway, before I played out my Diamonds I should have cashed the Ace king of Clubs, and when the Queen of Clubs fell, the Jack was my entry to Dummy.
