Three level Doubles
After two passes East faces a dilemma. With 10 HCP, a seven-card suit, and a void – what should they open? Partner has already passed so that there is unlikely to be sufficient points for game in the East and West hands; secondly, East-West is not vulnerable whilst North-South is vulnerable, therefore it is possible that there could be a vulnerable game North-South so an opening bid of 3( is tactically correct.
Now to South with 21 HCP. What are South’s options?

3NT (too dangerous), Pass (lacks courage) or Double (with a doubleton heart)?

Double is also dangerous as many partnerships have agreements that Doubles up to 2( is for take-out, but what is your agreement  for a Double of 3(? Personally I consider that your agreement should be that all doubles up to 4( are for take-out.
If you Double, and North passes, 3( makes. If you Double and North bids 4( this should also make!
