Hand of the Week Saturday Board  14 nil vul Dealer East

Thinking about the Defence and Disobeying partner
East opens 2(, South passes and West enquires the strength of East’s hand by bidding 2NT. Although East has only 7 HCP, after West’s enquiry East can count on 2 “shortage” points in Diamonds, and hence bids game.
A couple of South’s led the A( “to look at Dummy”. North encouraged with the 9(, and South led a second spade to North’s King thereby setting up the J( on which East can discarded the J(. Declarer can then make her contract.
South should stop to think before leading the second spade. East opened a weak 2( and probably holds AQ(. If East holds the Q( Declarer will make 10 tricks. If North holds the Q( the time to lead clubs is NOW – before Declarer sets the Diamonds up for a Club discard. Therefore South should IGNORE North’s “come-on” signal and should switch to a Club. Down one!
