What does partner mean when they bid the opponent’s suit?

West opened 1 ( and North doubles to show 4 Spades and another suit. East raised Hearts and South was faced with a dilemma. Having honours in both Clubs and Diamonds, perhaps 3 No Trumps would be the correct contract. How to get there? An imaginative 3 ( was the answer. There is no way partner would think that this was a Michael’s Cue Bid because partner has already bid. Therefore it must be asking if partner has a heart stopper.

West jumps to game in Hearts, and North bids 5 (, ending the Auction.

Personally I consider that South (with three Aces and a fit in Clubs) is too strong to pass 5 ( and should raise to 6 (. 7( is a bit hard to find, but if North bid 5 ( instead of 5 ( South has an easy bid of 7 (.
