BIDDING FOR EVERYONE

On this hand, amazingly, because of the odd distribution, all players get into the action.  

North opens 1(, East has a legitimate weak 2( overcall, South has 9 points, enough to respond to North, but nowhere to go. The only thing to do is to double, which should show both majors; but, at worst, you could be in a 4/3 spade contract.

Despite the Double, West also decides to enter the bidding with a 2( call; and North, holding 4 hearts in support of partner bids to game. Not to be outdone, East bids 4 (, and after two Passes North is in a quandary.  It appears from his hand that there is a good chance 4( will make (and it does) for a score of -620, therefore it is better to press on, and bid 5(, which should be only 1 down, and a better board for their side..

Because of the distribution, East/West can make 4( despite holding only 15 HCP. They have only 3 losers, one in hearts and 2 in clubs.  When North plays the J( on the first round, West should cross to the A( and finesse the Q(, and even North/South’s 24 HCP cannot stop the successful contract.
