South, with only 9 HCP and a 5-card fit in hearts, fearful of East-West finding their fit, uses the Law of Total Tricks to bid 4(.
West Passes and North wraps up 10 tricks. Had West opened the bidding, the bidding could have gone 2(   2(   3(   4(, with the same result.
