Hand of the Week Friday Board 21 NS vul Dealer North

Correct play technique 
North opens1 Club, you bid 1 Spade, North bids 1 No Trump and you leap to game in spades. West leads a club and you win the King in dummy, play King of Diamonds, Diamond to the Ace, and ruff a diamond. The nine of Spades is covered by the 10, Jack and Queen. West leads the Queen of Hearts, covered by the King and Ace. East wins the next trick with the Jack of Hearts; then plays the Queen of Diamonds, and no matter how you wriggle, you must lose a fourth trick to the Seven of Spades. What went wrong? You have three losers – two Hearts and the Queen of Spades – so why not endeavour to lose them first!
The correct technique therefore is to win the club lead with the Ace and play King and another club, discarding a Heart in order to disrupt communications between East and West - before you endeavour to ruff the diamond. Now, no matter who wins and what is played next, 10 tricks are yours. Of course, if East bids Hearts, West leads the Queen of Hearts you ruff the third Heart with the Jack of Spades, and 10 tricks roll in. Of the six Declarers in 4 Spades only one Declarer made their contract.
