Hand of the Week Saturday Board 32 E-W vul Dealer West
Overbidding!!
On Saturday long suits abounded. On Board 1 North held 9 Clubs and an opening bid of 5( was mandatory. On this board South, with a 7-card suit, was the only person to NOT bid their long suit.
West has 11 HCP, should they open? Using the “Rule of 20” which suggests that if you add your HCP to the number of cards in your two longest suits and that answer comes to at least 20 then you should open. West has 11 HCP and a 5-card suit and a 4-card suit and this adds to 20 hence West should open 1(. North overcalls in Hearts, East overcalls in Spades. Should South show their Clubs or should South support North? 
Interestingly, if South shows their Clubs the double-fit can be diagnosed and Slam in either Clubs or Hearts can be reached.
In this case South leaps to game in Hearts and when West bids 4( North bids 5( on the principle that East-West being vulnerable, going one or two down in Hearts will give North-South a good score.
