The lead matters
After North passes, East opens 1(. Although South has 13 HCP and two biddable suits, they cannot double as  one of their biddable suits is not hearts, so South should overcall 2(.
West doubles to show points and the other two suits, North passes and East rebids their spades to show a 6-card suit. South bids their second suit and when West raises spades East bids game as they now have a fit and East can count extra points for the void.

Interestingly, if South leads the A(, East can make the contract by ruffing the lead and then throwing a diamond on each of the Q( and J(
A diamond lead and a diamond return allows declarer to trump a third diamond with the 10(, thereby making the contract.
On a heart lead or a spade lead, no matter how declarer squirms, there are only 9 tricks (provided North keeps all 4 hearts on the run of the spades). What would you have lead?
