Hand of the Week Monday Board 26 All vul Dealer East

Fortune favours the brave

After two Passes, West opens 1(. North bids 2(, and East makes a “point-showing” Double as, with 11 Pts, although you should strictly hold 4/4 in the major suits, this is the best alternative on the hand.

South, of course, passes & it is up to West to bid again. The quandary is that if West rebids 3(, partner will raise to game in 5D. The A( lead, followed by a small club gives South a sure trump trick, which means game in 5( does not make, as you now have two losing tricks in Clubs and 1 in Hearts. If West rebids 2NT she is showing a minimum hand over the 2( bid, and her partner will assume she holds 12-14 HCP; whereas with 15HCP and a 6 card D suit, West’s hand is much better than this. 

Therefore the only alternative is to be bold and brave and bid 3NT, knowing that if you are playing the hand you have a sure trick if the club suit is led and hopefully partner will be able to help with the D suit.

With 1 Club trick, 6 diamond tricks, 3 spade tricks and 1 Heart trick, a plus score of 660 gives you a top board.  On the day, only one pair bid and made game in NT.  Most settled in part scores in diamonds, which should make only 10 tricks.
