On trusting partner

South Passes and West opens with a weak 2(. North Passes and with 16 HCP East bids the Heart game.

South bids an adventurous 4NT (known as the Unusual No Trump – which shows 5-5 in the minor suits). West Passes and North shows preference for Clubs with their 5( bid. East raises Hearts, and North leads the K(.

Superficially, West has three losers – two Clubs and now a Diamond. Therefore the Spade finesse must be working to enable the losing Diamond to be discarded on the third Spade.

Therefore – West should win the A(, draw two rounds of trumps ending in hand, and take the Spade finesse. West should then cash the Ace and King of Spades (discarding the J( from hand) and then play the J( from Dummy. South will rise with the A(, cash the K(, and whatever South plays next, the 10( can be ruffed in Dummy – contract made!

In actual fact, played this way, the contract should have been defeated! How? If South “trusts” Partner to have the Q(, South should duck the J( - North wins with the Q( and plays their third trump, thereby denying West the Club ruff and their contract!

So what should West have done to ensure the contract? After discarding the J( they should have ruffed a small Diamond and when the Q( falls, a trump to Dummy draws North’s last trump and the 10( is available for a discard of West’s third Club!
