Sometime mere points aren’t enough
With 8 HCP East opens with a weak 2(. With 16 HCP South doubles, and West raises East’s 2( to 3(.

North has a reasonable hand: 8 HCP and a five-card diamond suit. If South has 16 HCP there should be enough points for game, and therefore a “free” bid of 4( seems warranted. [Because West has bid, North is no longer under obligation to bid, and therefore if North does bid it should show 9 – 10 points and is thus called a “free” bid.]
With 16 HCP South raises North’s bid to game – to a disastrous effect as both hands contain exactly the same distribution.  Two down vulnerable for -200 as against -110 for making 2(.
Interestingly, on Saturday one South bid and made 3NT – A( K( and a third heart to the Q( and the suit is blocked! Whatever happened to leading the fourth highest card of your longest and strongest suit against 3NT?
