Warning signs
Readers of this newsletter will know of my favourite bridge saying: “If you have never been to bed with an Ace then you have played your Ace too soon”.

Well, it happened to me twice on Saturday! Both times it was due to my not thinking about what was happening.

My second favourite bridge saying is: “If you want to steal a trick do it as soon as possible”.

Against 3NT I led a spade. Partner won with the Ace and returned a spade. Declarer won and immediately led the 7(. Should I take my Ace now or wait to take it later?

The warning signs were there in front of me: that long diamond suit which would provide discards of Declarer’s losing clubs. Would you have taken your A( at trick three?
