Hand of the Week Saturday Board 4 All vul Dealer West


Beware of the Greeks and the gifts they bring

West opens 2NT. East, with 6 HCP raises to 3NT. North leads a small club South plays the K( and West wins with the Ace. West counts the tricks. 2 Spades, possibly 2 Hearts, 2 Diamonds, and 2 Clubs does not add up to 9 tricks. Hopefully the extra tricks will come from the Diamonds – but how to get there?

West should now cash the A( and Q(, and then lead the Q( hoping to tempt whoever has the Ace to take the trick NOW.

South, holding the A(, should look suspiciously at the Q( and should stop to THINK. Why has West cashed the A( and Q( and has not continued with a third Diamond, but has played the Q(? The answer should be obvious – West doesn’t HAVE a third diamond and is trying to create an entry to Dummy by playing the Q( trying to tempt the Defender with the A( to play it NOW. South should also remember the adage “Beware of the Greeks and the Gifts they bring” and should duck the Q( and should take the K(, thereby denying Declarer the vital entry to Dummy! A third Spade will lock Declarer in her hand.
Now, for Declarer to make her contract they have to get North to open the Hearts – so play the Q(, and exit with a Club. North can cash two winning Clubs but must play a Heart thereby giving declarer 2 Spades, 3 Hearts, 2 Diamonds, and 2 Clubs - which does add up to 9 tricks. 

An initial Heart lead gives Declarer three heart tricks; however to make the contract, declarer has to play on Clubs, not Spades.
