Counting
What was most interesting about the boards on Saturday was that there were 10 slam hands in the 28 boards played; and no, we didn’t bid all those that were our way!
Board 5 was much more interesting. North opens 1(. What should South bid? With 11 HCP most South’s would bid 2(, leaving North to bid 2NT, but since South has honour cards in all suits except hearts, 2NT by South is a much better bid!
On a diamond lead South must discard small hearts from dummy and on winning the second round of diamonds should play A( then J(. On winning West will probably switch to a heart. South should win the A(, and play a small club towards the J(. If it wins cash the K(, overtake the J( and cash the 9(. You have 3 spade tricks, 1 heart trick, 2 diamond tricks, and 1 club trick.
In the 4-card ending you have to judge whether East has come down to 2 hearts and 2 clubs or 1 heart and 3 clubs. If you guess wrong you make your contract. If  you guess right you make an overtrick!
