Good card reading
When East opens 2H, South, holding 18 HCP,  is obliged to Double, intending later to rebid to show 16+ HCP.  North, holding 11 HCP, must jump the bidding, as, although obliged to bid, they need to show that they are more than happy to comply.
South should then bid 3NT which should make 11 tricks.  Holding South’s hand, if partner bids Diamonds or Clubs, game in the minor suit should be reached.

The “best” contract is, of course, 6(which is very hard to reach.  6NT can be made – after a Heart lead (won by the Ace, and a Heart to the 10 (losing) and a third Heart - Declarer now cashes 4 Diamond tricks, three Club tricks and comes down to a 8( 3( 9( in hand. West must keep ( K5 and (10; East must keep (9 and therefore must have only (J9`
, and therefore a Spade to the Queen will give Declarer 12 tricks in No Trumps.
