On bidding one more
West opens 1(, North overcalls 1(; East shows their Clubs and South jumps to 4(.
What should West do? They obviously have a fit in Clubs. By bidding at the two-level East should have 10 HCP – obviously none in Spades, possibly three of the top Clubs, and obviously something in Diamonds. 
So there is the possibility of three Diamond losers, one Heart loser, and one Spade loser for three down and 800 if Doubled.
On the other hand, if partner has something like K(, A(, and QJ(, there would be only four losing tricks for two down and 500 if Doubled.
What should West do? If they think it is likely that North-South can make 4( for a score of 620, then on the balance of probabilities they should bid 5( for with the right combination of cards they may make the contract or if they go down they might not be doubled!
