How to upset your opponents and win (aka the Law of Total Tricks)
South opens 1(. West overcalls 2( and North bids 2(.
East has 2HCP and a 5-card fit with partner. Ordinarily, East should pass; however, using the Law of Total Tricks (bid to the level of your trump fit) East “knows” that partner has 5 clubs, they have 5 clubs, 5 + 5 = 10 therefore East should bid 4(; but since there is the remote possibility that partner just might take the 4( as Gerber, East should jump to 5(.
This really stuffs up the North-South auction as South can no longer find out how many Aces North holds, therefore South has to settle for 5( and the Grand Slam in spades is missed!
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
