Bridge is such an easy game! South opens the bidding with 1(. West passes, and North raises to 3( (ostensibly showing 10-12 HCP).
South has 15 HCP. 15 + 10 = 25 (sufficient points for game) and so bids 4(.
What does West lead? The usual lead would be a spade, but how about that singleton J( (hoping that partner has the A( and will return a club), so the J( it is. Partner wins and returns the 3(, what does this mean?
You can now see dummy and a spade lead is out, as is a trump lead; therefore a diamond lead seems the best (as signalled by the return of the small club). Partner wins and returns a club, which you ruff.
Down one – isn’t bridge an easy game! (Perhaps North overvalued their hand?!)
