Hand of the Week Saturday Board 28 N-S vul Dealer West

Unblocking
Don’t enquire about the bidding, the play is the thing. On a small spade lead from North, West wins the trick with the Jack. West now has 4 options: a) take the Spade finesse; b) Cash the king of hearts and take the Heart finesse; c) take the Diamond finesse; d) start on the clubs. Unfortunately, there is only one entry to hand to take the three finesses!
Since E-W has to lose two Club tricks anyway, d) is the best option to choose. South wins the Queen of Clubs with the King, then plays the Ace of Clubs. You play small, North shows out – what card should you play from Dummy? Answer – the Club Jack! Why the Jack? Answer – you now have a second entry back to your hand via the Club finesse in order to finesse 1 the Diamonds, and 2 the Spades. Then, since you aren’t able to take the heart finesse, you might as well lay down the Ace of Hearts and see what happens: 11 tricks! On Saturday, only one pair made 11 tricks - and they weren’t even in game!
