Hand of the week: Saturday Board 32 E-W vul Dealer W
For whom the bell tolls
An interesting hand. West opens 1(. North passes and East shows their hearts. It is now most likely that West will bid 1NT (having stoppers in the other three suits). East will raise to 2NT and West will bid 3NT.
Despite having a combined 26 HCP, no matter how West wriggles, there are only 7 tricks available: three club tricks, three diamond tricks, and one spade trick!
On poor defence the contract can make: if North leads a small club, the trick total rises to eight (four club tricks instead of three); and if Declarer, on winning the first trick with the 7(, now plays a small heart from dummy towards the J(, it is possible (should South win the heart and return the club) for the trick total to rise to nine: 4 clubs, 3 diamonds, one heart and one spade.
South should return a spade rather that a club, thereby holding Declarer to seven tricks: one spade, one heart, three diamonds and two clubs!
