BEWARE OF THE GREEKS AND THE GIFTS THEY BRING!

As a defender, it is very important to try to work out Declarer’s line of play. This often becomes very evident when Declarer doesn’t draw trumps as soon as they win the first trick!
South led the King of clubs which Dummy won. Declarer then played a small diamond to her Ace, and another club towards to 10. You ruff, and return a diamond. Dummy’s king wins and Declarer discards a heart. She then ruffs a diamond, ruffs a club, and plays the 10 of hearts from Dummy. North covers with the queen, Declarer covers with the king and you win with your Ace of hearts, and cash the heart jack.
Now, no matter with what card you exit, Declarer can cross-ruff the hand for 10 tricks!

So, where did you go wrong? It is quite evident from Declarer’s play that she intends cross-trumping for the contract. When you won the club, should you have led your last trump to reduce the amount of cross-trumping? No, because then Declarer will still make her contract. Where then did you go wrong? Did you really think that Declarer didn’t realise that your King of clubs was a singleton, and was therefore presenting you with a “Greek Gift” when she played a club towards the 10? Did you consider that maybe partner just might have the queen, and that if partner wins with the queen, a heart return will defeat the contract!
