Hand of the week: Saturday Board 30 Nil vul Dealer E

Intelligent bidding and careful play

East opens 1(, South overcalls 1( and West bids 2(.  As soon as East hears the 2( bid, East knows that partner holds a minimum of 10 HCP plus a 5-card suit and Slam is a distinct possibility. So East immediately uses Gerber to see if partner holds the missing Ace.  A negative response is received, but why give up?  Where are Partner’s points?  Try 5(to check the number of Kings West holds.  With West replying 5(, showing 2 Kings, 6( is the obvious contract.

West surveys the hands.  There are three possibilities for the 12th trick. Finessing North for the Q(. Setting up the Clubs for a Diamond discard, or finding the A( with South (most likely from the bidding.).  It is not necessary to lose a first round trick in any suit other than Spades, so if North makes an opening lead of a small club or Diamond, take it with the Ace, draw trumps, and then play the JS from dummy.  With only one spade in dummy, South must rise with the Ace and you can then return to hand by trumping a club, play the King of Spades, throwing your losing diamond from Dummy.
