Bridge can be cruel
East passes and South opens 1(. West doubles and North raises spades.
With a balanced hand, a spade stopper, and 10 HCP East bids 2NT. After two passes, North bids 3( and South raises to game. With only 19 HCP between the two hands, and only 5 tricks (four Aces and a King) South has to find five additional tricks to make this ambitious contract.
With no real running suit, South has to generate the extra tricks by attempting to ruff three clubs in Dummy and ruff two hearts and two diamonds in hand.
South wins the club lead and ruffs a club. Now the A( and a small diamond. East wins and most probably leads a heart. South should win the A( and should lead another heart. West wins and leads a spade. Now South cross-ruffs the hand for 10 tricks!
