Hand of the week: Saturday 30 May Board 19 E-W vul Dealer S
You need perfect defence to gain maximum result
South opens 1(. West decides to show their two-suited hand by immediately bidding the opponent’s suit – this is a bidding convention known as the Michael’s Cue Bid and is generally used to show 5 – 5 in the major suits.
North shows their spades and East, knowing that West has clubs and hearts, jumps to 4(, and there the bidding ends.
South cashes A( and K( and must then switch to their singleton 7(. This is won in dummy and a spade is ruffed by East, who then cashes A( and K( and puts South on lead with the Q(.
Now South has no choice but to play a third diamond – won by North who returns a club for South to ruff! Two down!
My apologies for the delay in the posting of results. The problem is still not solved, but I have managed to work around it and get the results online. I will continue working on solving the problem.
